POLICY ON ADMISSONS/REGISTRATION OF EX-OFFENDERS

Clinton Community College recognizes the importance of balancing access to the College with the obligation to protect the safety and welfare of the campus community.  The policy below is designed to insure that no felony ex-offenders are denied admission/access to the College without a proper review and in compliance with the New York State Corrections Law, Section 753.

1. Prospective students who answer the SUNY application, CCC application, or non-matriculated registration form question “Have you ever been convicted of a felony” in the affirmative will be sent a supplemental application.

2. No application/registration will be processed until this supplemental application is completed and returned.

3. No felony ex-offender will be allowed to attend the College until at least six months after his or her last incarceration.

4. The Admissions/Registrar’s Office will contact the Parole or Probation Office with a request for further information on the applicant and a recommendation on the suitability of the individual for admission to Clinton.

5. A Committee composed of the Vice President of Student Affairs or designee, the Director of Admissions/Financial Aid or designee, Vice President of Academic Affairs or designee, College Registrar or designee, and a member of the Student Services staff will review the application.

6. The Committee will make one of the following decisions:

a. To admit the student with no restrictions.

b. To admit the student with restrictions.

c. To deny admissions.

Restrictions imposed by the Committee may include, but are not limited to, number of credits attempted, hours on campus, access to certain areas of the campus, denial of residence in residence halls, and mandatory reporting to the Student Support Services area.

The decision to accept with restrictions or to deny admissions will be based on the following criteria:

a. The type of crime committed

b. The number of convictions

c. Behavior and conduct during incarceration

d. Relationship between the criminal offense(s) and any professional license the ex-offender may be seeking.

e. The relationship between the criminal offense and the availability of rehabilitative and other services at the College and/or within the community.

f. The legitimate interest of the College in protecting property and the safety and welfare of specific individuals, the campus, and the general public.

A decision not to admit an ex-offender will be referred to the College President for final approval.
