Lindamarie Hill is a Master Healer and Instructor
who works with Butterfly Medicine, an approach to
healing grounded in Native American spirituality. “The
term ‘medicine,” explains Linda, “is used by Native
Americans to mean one’s holy power to do good for
the benefit of all, according to Dhyani Ywahoo, a
Cherokee elder.”

Linda will explain Butterfly Medicine, talk about its
transformative power on our lives, and demonstrate

this Native American inspired healing art.

Roy Hurd is renowned for his folk music and story-
telling. He will be on campus to share traditional Na-
tive American stories and music. From his web site:
“Roy Hurd is a dynamic performer and a world-class
singer/songwriter. In the years he has been performing,
Roy has played his brand of mountain music nationally,
and has developed a following unparalleled in the Adi-
rondack Mountains. His focus is on earth-minded
philosophies, woodland skills, and plain old mountain
humor. Roy plants a seed of "Earth Morals" in the
minds of his audience, encouraging students to experi-
ence the feelings and embrace the concepts of rever-

ence and respect for the natural world.”

James Bruchac will be sharing traditional Native
American stories and wisdom about wild animal track-
ing as part of the culture of indigenous people. From
his web site: “[He] was raised in the Adirondack foot-
hills town of Greenfield Center, New York. The eldest
son of Abenaki and Adirondack storyteller Joseph
Bruchac lll, he grew up immersed in the natural world,
storytelling and native culture. As a Native American

storyteller and youngest member of The Adiron-
dack Liars' Club, Jim has offered programs for
hundreds of schools across the United States. He
has also performed at festivals, museums and
libraries, including the Smithsonian Discovery
Theater in Washington DC and other venues

around the country.

Two activities are scheduled to run throughout

Natasha Smoke Santiago is a Native Ameri-
can artist. She will have her art on display
throughout the day. She will be available to an-
swer questions and give presentations on her
work and how it represents Native American
culture.
